Professional Learning Activities
Improving Student/Teacher Relationships

Four professional learning activities for improving student/teacher relationships and increasing achievement will be explained during this session. 

Activity #1
Groups of teachers analyze GHSGT data to create goals and identify students who need to pass one or more parts. Teachers will then choose a student(s) to mentor/tutor. 

Activity #2
Groups of teachers analyze Math EOCT scores to identify the weakest domain(s). Teachers will then develop a student achievement plan based on identified weaknesses.

Activity #3
Teachers will choose 3 current seniors that they have productive, supportive and positively nurturing relationships. Teachers will place a sticker dot next to each of those 3 students’ names. Analyze results of sticker dots and compare to failures. 

Activity #4
Each teacher will choose 3 incoming ninth graders to meet and greet during the first week of school.
